The June 27, 2007, meeting of the Board of Directors was called to order by the Chairman Joseph Maxin, in Mikeee’s Restaurant at the Youngstown-Warren Regional Airport at 8:00 a.m.  Roll was called.

Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Harshman and seconded by Mr. Masternick for approving the May 2007 Financials for filing and audit.  Motion passed unanimously.

AIRPORT/AVIATION ACTIVITY

Mr. Duane Johnson from R.W. Armstrong gave an update of the current projects at the airport:

· Master Plan project – FAA approved the plan.  FAA requested a final submission to FAA 
Airspace review.
· The 2006 Projects:

·    GA apron seal coat is done, once cured pavement markings are to be done.

·    Final cleanup and punch list items need to be performed prior to final completion.

· 2007 Projects:

· Perimeter security fence Phase 4, Runway 5 wind cone and 3 additional hold signs and Deicing control improvements will be due on Thursday, June 28, 2007.

· Hangar 6 Apron repair - Joe Lafaro Concrete won the bid.  Construction is scheduled for August. 

· Runway 32 Easement & Obstruction Removal project was awarded to Dave Price Tree Service.  Trees were removed the week of June 18th.

Mr. Johnson and Mr. Bowser went over the FAA AIP 34 Grant (Perimeter fence from Runway 5 to the Cargo Apron, the Runway 5 Wind Cone and the 3 mandatory hold signs, including Deicing facilities controls integration project and additional 3,375 feet for perimeter fence beyond the Cargo Apron.) Anticipated funds of $947,368 ($900,000 FAA and $47,368 WRPA local match).   Mr. Hanni felt that there should be a committee to approve the award.  Mr. Masternick volunteered to chair the committee.  Mr. Hanni and Mr. Lynn volunteered to be on the committee.  Mr. Smith also requested that all Board members be notified as to what the bids were and when the meeting will take place.

Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Lynn and seconded by Mr. Pellin to call for bids and for approval of the bids by the Port Authority Board Appointed Committee being that of Mr. Masternick, Mr. Hanni and Mr. Lynn, and for the Port Authority to accept bids based on contract documents and specification as published by and recommended by R. W. Armstrong for 2007 Airfield Improvement Projects.  Upon approval of the lowest and best bid, the Port Authority by way of committee is authorized to submit application for FAA funding as AIP 3-39-0096-3407.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Bowser reminded the Board that the Youngstown-Warren Regional Airport applied for another SCADS grant and as made an appeal to all local governments to send in their community support letters because the grants are heavily weighed by their community support.  

Also the Airport has applied for a security screening reimbursement grant.  

Mr. Bowser also stated that the Airport had its exit review with the State of Ohio Aviation Officefor Pavement Maintenance, they review all airports, runways, taxi lanes and taxiways. The inspector commented that the Youngstown-Warren Regional Airport has one of the best pavement and maintenance programs in the State of Ohio. 

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Masternick asked about the contract with Rubenstein & Associates for marketing Allegiant Air.  Mr. Bowser said that he will be having a meeting with Trumbull County Commissioners later today to discuss repayment options, and then funding for this program can be assessed.  

Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Hanni to move the regular monthly Board Meetings from 8 am to noon or 5 pm or any hour other then 8 am and held possibly at various locations within the two counties.  Motion to change time of meeting failed, however, the Board will entertain the option to hold meeting outside the airport for the public’s convenience from time to time.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Col. Tim Thompson announced his transfer to Columbus, Mississippi and wanted to express his appreciation of a job well done to the Board.  He applauded the Board for meeting all the challenges its faced over the years.

Darrel Stinson from the FAA Control Tower gave an update on the ASR11.  The installation is on schedule for a flight check on August 11.  It is an enhanced weather presentation that will allow the tower to give better weather information to the pilots.  It is digital rather than the older analog system and much more reliable.  He also announced that the tower is sending Harry Gatos, one of their controllers, to the Oshkosh Fly-in.  

PORT AUTHORITY BUSINESS

Mr. Keating explained that a Squires and Dempsey representative was in attendance with Mr. Presby from the Chamber of Commerce to explain the sale of Bonds for Transload America.  

Dana Weiss explained that the bonds are ready to be marketed and sold by the end of July for up to $45 million.  The bond proceeds will be loaned to Central Waste, Inc. under which they will make payments to pay off the dept service.  The bonds are non-recourse to the Port Authority, along with additional security agreements to secure the payments.  Transload America is also providing a guarantee for the bonds.  They are Municipal Bonds, which trade at a lower rate, are exempt from Federal Income Tax, and $112, 500 will be paid to the Port Authority, minus $3000 for the inducement fee, payable upon closing around July 25th.  

Representatives from Central Waste, Inc. then explained what they are doing in Smith Township and how the bond proceeds will be used at the facility and for economic development in Mahoning County and Smith Township.

A motion was made by Mr. Smith and seconded by Mr. Lynn to approve Resolution 2007-06-27 for Transload America.  Motion passed unanimously.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
