Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Harshman and seconded by Mr. Masternick for approving the June 2006 Financials for filing and audit.  Motion passed unanimously.

AIRPORT/AVIATION ACTIVITY

Giving an update of the projects at the airport was Mr. Duane Johnson from R.W. Armstrong.  

· On August 3rd the Master Plan Chapters 4 & 5 and ALP will be discussed in a second Vision workshop at 5 pm and a public meeting will be at 7pm. 

· The Water system study is complete with no further repairs recommended.

· The Sewer system study is waiting for the video to be reviewed to determine the extent of repairs needed.

· The Wildlife/Security fence, Phase II project, is substantially complete, only a few items are left to be completed, including an inspection of the project.

· The 2006 Projects

·    Construction projects (perimeter security fence – phase 3, Runway 5 approach survey ad clearing, Replace runway in-pavement edge lights, replace hold sign panels, and general aviation apron pavement seal coat) bids are due on August 9th, cost estimate of the project is $520,000.

·    Airfield Electrical Study

·    Pavement Condition research & Mapping (joint project with ODOT Office of Aviation)

·    Passenger Facility Charge (PFC) Application. 

Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Petrarca and seconded by Mr. Lynn to approve application to the FAA for capital improvement project AIP 33 and AIP 29 amendment projects to cover perimeter fence phase 3, runway 5 approach survey & clearing, replace runway in pavement edge lights, replace hold sign panels with new black outline panels, general aviation apron pavement seal coat.  Project not to exceed $520,000.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Bowser gave an update on the ASR-11 project. They have completed the construction portion of the project.  Most of the equipment is inside the radar tower fence.  The system will be under testing through January 2007.  Once certified the system will be up for operational use.

Mr. Bowser gave the following announcements

· The FAA would be doing a Fly-in safety seminar at the airport on Saturday, October 7th for all general aviation participants.

· PIA school at the airport was inspected last week; the school will be starting August 31st with a full class.

· The Leeds ribbon cutting is on August 2nd at 10 am at the Warren facility on North River Road.

Col. Tim Thomson from the 910th Air Wing Base noted that his boss, Major General Martin Mazick was here and he was brief of the agreements and the support with the airport.
