AIRPORT/AVIATION ACTIVITY

Mr. Steve Bowser gave an update of the projects at the airport.  

· Discussed the Master Plan Vision/Public Meetings that was August 3rd. 

· The Sewer system study is completed.  The report recommends repairs to the system totaling approximately $140,000.

· The Wildlife/Security fence, Phase II project, is complete.

· The 2006 Projects

·    Construction projects (perimeter security fence – phase 3, Runway 5 approach survey and clearing, Replace runway in-pavement edge lights, replace hold sign panels, and general aviation apron pavement seal coat) lowest bid came in at $474,028.58 from Marucci & Gaffney Excavating Company.

A motion was made by Mr. Hanni and seconded by Mr. Harshman to approve bid of Marucci & Gaffney Excavating Company of $474,028.58, and to accept the corresponding FAA grant offer, for the project of AIP 33, for the Phase 3 perimeter security fence, Runway 5 approach survey and clearing, Replace of runway in-pavement edge lights, replace hold sign panels and general aviation apron pavement seal coat.   Motion passed unanimously.

PIA will be conducting an Aviation Maintenance Technician Program.  Attorney Masternick also thanked the Cafaro Foundation for the recent grant to OPCAT to help with funding of equipment. 

Mr. Bowser announced the following:

· The FAA would be doing a Fly-in safety seminar at the airport on Saturday, October 7th for all general aviation participants.

· Update on the current elevated national security level of Orange.

· Received an award from Ohio Department of Transportation for Runway 32 obstruction and various apron rehab of $132,000.

· Looking to purchase AED (Automatic External Defibrillators) through out the terminal.

· Received an annual renewal from OIH for custodial services, with a decrease in cost of $1.36.

A motion was made by Mr. Petrarca and seconded by Mr. Harshman to approve the renewal of the agreement with OIH for custodial services contingent counsel approval with a net decrease of $1.36 per month.   Motion passed unanimously.

ANNOUCEMENTS

There are only 3 bar associations in the state that have a program set up for pro bono services for military personnel.
