A motion was made by Mr. Petrarca and seconded by Mr. Masternick for approving the August 2007 Financials for filing and audit.  Motion passed unanimously.

AIRPORT/AVIATION ACTIVITY

Mr. Duane Johnson from R.W. Armstrong gave status report of the current projects at the airport:

· Master Plan project – expected approval in the next one to two months.

· 2007 Projects:

· Contractor has started the project for perimeter fence, wind cone, hold signs and the deicing system this week.

· Hangar 6 Apron repair is now complete.  ODOT completed the final inspection last week.

· Runway 32 Easement & Obstruction Removal project is complete.   Both grants can be closed out. 

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Bowser gave an update on the new semester for PIA.  The first graduating class, consisting of 16 students, is this December with a Job Fair proposed for November.  We have submitted application for grants for funding certain phases in aspects of the institution such as equipment, as well as tuition.  A favorable response is expected within a month or so.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Don Taylor asked if the Board was aware that in today’s news RTI stated they were considering relocating some of their administrative staff due to lack of available air travel in the Youngstown area.  Delphi had stated the same reason for moving some of their staff out of the area last year so there is a definite need here for airline services.

Mr. Bowser discussed that RTI was a part of a survey that was conducted last Spring.

A motion was made by Mr. Tom Petrarca and seconded by Mr. Masternick to direct the Director of Aviation to prepare a budget and job description for a Marketing Director including wage and benefits, available funding and any alternate funding sources.  To be distributed to the Board within two weeks.  Motion passed unanimously.

Don Taylor commented that Winner Aviation would be available to help with any marketing issues that they possibly could.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Masternick and seconded by Mr. Pellin to go into executive session pursuant to revised code 4582.58B to discuss financial and propriety information submitted by or on behalf of an employer in connection with the relocation or location expansion improvement or preservation of the business of that employer.  Roll call was taken.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Masternick and seconded by Mr. Petrarca to come out of executive session.  Roll call was taken.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Petrarca and seconded by Mr. Pellin to approve the term sheet as submitted for the Infocision Project with corrections on page 7 to omit that the rental payments are part of the consideration paid to the Port Authority and that it is 25% of the estimated Sales Tax savings and not 0.25% as stated.  This is subject to approval by our Bond Council for security of the letter of credit to be irrevocable as long as the bonds are outstanding with a principle amount that is due.  The Port Authority to also be named as additional insuranced and loss payee on the policy, amounts being approved by Port Authority and Infocision regarding the building.  Motion passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Mr. Pellin and seconded by Mr. Petrarca to adjourn.  Motion passed unanimously.

Meeting was adjourned.  Next meeting set for October 18, 2007 at 4:00 pm.
