Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Harshman and seconded by Mr. Lynn for approving the August 2006 Financials for filing and audit.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Bowser said that the airport is looking to start on the 2007 Budget and reviewing 2006.  Mr. Bowser requested a formation of a Budget committee.  Mr. Masternick will head that committee.

AIRPORT/AVIATION ACTIVITY

Mr. Steve Bowser gave an overview of the Change order #2 for AIP 31, Perimeter Security Fence project for a net deduct $1,170.00.  Currently the project is under budget $2,570.00.

Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Lynn and seconded by Mr. Harshman for approving the Change Order #2 for AIP 31 in the amount of a net deduct of $1,170.00.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Bowser gave an update of the projects at the airport.  

· Discussed the Master Plan Vision/Public project, chapter 1-3 was approved by the FAA. 

· ASR-11 they are currently fine tuning, it should be fully operational in mid March.

· Airfield Electrical Study

· Pavement Condition research & Mapping (joint project with ODOT Office of Aviation)

· Passenger Facility Charge (PFC) Application was submitted to the FAA.  Formal responses by all airlines using our airport by October 6th at 10 am.

· The 2006 Projects that are to be started, if not completed this year

·    Perimeter security fence – phase 3

·    Runway 5 approach survey has been done looking to start clearing

·    Replace runway in-pavement edge lights

· Replace hold sign panels

· General aviation apron pavement seal coat

Mr. Bowser went over the following:

· On Saturday, October 7th we will be doing a Fly-in. This will include a FAA safety seminar and various static displays for all general aviation participants.

· PIA has started the classes for the Fall semester.

· DOT AIR-21 grant must be spent within 2 years; it extended for 6 months due to a late start. 

· Airport has taken over management of Hangar 2.

· Mikeee’s Restaurant in the terminal is currently open; hours are from 11am to business decline.

· Hangar One improvements (i.e. Wildlife-bird droppings)

· Allegiant Air’s flights will resume on October 6th.  Allegiant Air announced from the beginning, that there would not be any flights scheduled for September.

NEW BUSINESS

Reid Dulberger, Mahoning Commissioner John McNally, Scot Evans from Transload America and Bruce Gabriel and Dana Weiss from Squires, Sanders and Dempsey, gave an overview of the acquisition and reactivation of the central waste landfield in Smithfield Township by Transload America.

A motion was made by Mr. Smith and seconded by Mr. Harshman for approving the resolution for the inducement of the issuance of bonds for the Tranload project in the form and manner as presented in Exhibit 1.  Motion passed unanimously.

Chairman Maxin and Attorney Keating went over the Mosquito Lake Lodge feasibility study.

A motion was made by Mr. Harshman and seconded by Mr. Smith for approving the investment of $10,000 for the Mosquito Lake Lodge feasibility study.  Motion passed unanimously.
