Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Petrarca and seconded by Mr. Harshman for approving the September 2006 Financials for filing and audit.  Motion passed unanimously.

AIRPORT/AVIATION ACTIVITY

Mr. Duane Johnson gave an update of the current projects at the airport:

· The FAA approved Master Plan project, chapter 1-3. Close to finishing the last 3 chapters of the ALP drawings.  Finalizing chapter for review before submitting to FAA.

· The 2006 Projects that are to be started, if not completed this year

·    Perimeter security fence – construction was started on September 15th with possible completion is November 23rd.

·    General aviation apron pavement seal coat – monitoring weather conditions, maybe postpone to next year.

· Airfield Electrical Study – determined that the savings do not support the cost to install LED taxiway edge lights.  Recommended as new pavement is constructed and when existing edge lights are replaced.

· Pavement Condition Research & Mapping – completed research of all pavements, and will be submitted to ODOT.

· Passenger Facility Charge (PFC) October 6th was the meeting with the airlines, but there is still a 30 days period after meeting for airlines to make any comments.

Mr. Harshman asked Mr. Johnson about the Master Plan T-Hangar RFP.  Mr. Johnson responded that the FAA will, as always, emphasis the aeronautical operations and safety aspect over facility expansion.  The RFP will allow 3rd party investment for their development.  The RFP will be forthcoming.

Mr. Stinson from the FAA Tower and Mr. Stroney from Western Reserve Flight Center recapped the FAA Safety Seminar Fly-in that was on October 7th.  Nearly 50 aircraft and 85 seminar attendees made this a successful event.

NEW BUSINESS
