Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Harshman and seconded by Mr. Masternick for approving the October 2006 Financials for filing and audit.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Bowser noted that in July, a motion was passed to reduce salary personnel of 1 pay in 2006 to offset the number of bi-weekly pay distribution of 27 pays in 2004.  Due to a more recent and differing interpretation of salaried payroll calculations, what was originally interpreted as a miscalculation of salary payroll has now been requalified as acceptable, therefore no overpayment transpired. 

Motion:
A motion was made by Mr. Masternick and seconded by Mr. Harshman for approving the rescind of the July motion, which will then allow for the customary 26 bi-weekly pay for 2006 for salaried personnel.    Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Bowser went over Change Order #1 on AIP 3306 for a deduct of $25,256.70.

AIRPORT/AVIATION ACTIVITY

Mr. Duane Johnson gave an update of the current projects at the airport:

· Master Plan project - documents are completed, in final review.  Plan for submission to FAA is December 1.

· The 2006 Projects:

·    Runway 5 approach clearing is completed.

·    Perimeter security fence – delayed until January-February when the ground freezes.

·    In-pavement light and sign replacement on Runway 14/32 will be started soon.

·    General aviation apron pavement seal coat – postponed until next year.

· Pavement Condition Research & Mapping – completed research of all pavements was submitted to ODOT.

· Passenger Facility Charge (PFC) in process, possible March 1st completion.

· Hangar development RFP is in draft and being reviewed.

Mr. Bowser whet over change for the Minimum Standards Section 19 regarding Based Flight Departments and the flight school.  There was discussion regarding the insurance minimums.  This was tabled for further discussions.

PORT AUTHORITY BUSINESS

Commissioner McNally discussed the TransLoad resolution.

A motion was made by Mr. Masternick and seconded by Mr. Harshman for approving the Resolution determining the necessity of commencing an action to obtain an adjudication of the authority of the Port Authority to issue its proposed port authority revenue obligations for the benefit of Transload America, Inc. and the validity of the proceedings taken and proposed to be taken in connection therewith; and retaining the services of Squire, Sanders & Dempsey L.L.P. in the validation proceeding.    Motion passed unanimously.
